NAPLAN

NAPLAN testing began on Tuesday this week and it was good to see the students participating in
a calm and relaxed manner while still trying to achieve their best.

NAPLAN is a nationally developed program that provides schools, states and territories with
information about how education programs are working and what areas need to be prioritised
for improvement.

NAPLAN tests the sorts of skills that are essential for every child to progress through school and
life, such as reading, writing, spelling, grammar and numeracy. It is important to remember that
NAPLAN is not about passing or failing, but about assessing learning progress. At the classroom
level it is one of a number of important tools used by teachers to measure student progress.
However it needs to be remembered that it is just a snapshot of how individual students are
performing and there are numerous other ways that data is collected to provide evidence of
achievement.

NAPLAN individual student reports are expected to be ready for distribution to parents in August
or September. These reports will show the achievement of the individual student in a series of
bands, against national minimum standards and the ranges of achievement for the middle 60%
of students in Australia.
